PASTOR’S PERSPECTIVE

MOVING TOWARD A MORE UNIFIED VISION FOR OUR PARISH

We are currently in a season of learning and collaborative growth in the life
of our parish. The initiatives of the Building Fund Committee, along with the
work of both the Pastoral Council and the Finance Council, have become a
genuine journey shaped by deepening understanding, shared discernment,
and walking as one body.

To support this process, subcommittees have been established within both
councils, each with specific responsibilities. These groups are focused on
understanding the current state of key areas—such as ministries, and
discipleship, hospitality and engagement, finance, and communication.
Their purpose is to gather insights and help the council reflect more deeply,
so that our decisions may be rooted in the real needs of our community, in
light of our particular reality.

As part of this work, we are also observing best practices from other
parishes and pastoral settings. At the same time, we remain in close
communion with the Diocese and its various departments, whose mission is
to guide and support us. This connection ensures that our discernment is
not carried out in isolation, but in harmony with the wider Church to which
we belong.

This spirit of collaboration also extends to the ministries of our parish. In
line with the Pastoral Renewal proposed by the Diocese of Calgary, each
ministry and area of parish life has been invited to submit proposals for
action. Based on these contributions, the Parish Renewal Team is now
engaged in a phase of communal discernment, preparing a unified pastoral
vision that reflects the richness of what has emerged.

This journey comes with its challenges—it invites us to grow in patience,
humility, and a willingness to listen—truly listen—to one another and to the
quiet voice of the Holy Spirit. As we move forward, step by step, we trust
that God is already at work among us, guiding our hearts and shaping our
parish into a more unified, Spirit-led community. There will be moments of
uncertainty and tension, but also many signs of grace along the way. With
faith and hope, we continue this path—trusting that the process will
strengthen our unity and help us live more fully the mission entrusted to us
as a community.

It is located in a Cabinet in the Narthex next to the
Bookshelf with the Hymn books. There is also a
First Aid Kit with it. A dedicated team of
parishioners, which includes professionals with
experience in emergency response and healthcare,
have chosen an audible, simple to use AED for
adults/children. Ministry groups will be given an
overview on it. A protocol has also been developed
to ensure clear procedures are in place in the event
of an emergency. This initiative reflects our
ongoing concern for safety and preparedness
within our parish community. We thank the
donation that made this possible.
 

An AED (Automated External Defibrillator) is a portable, user-friendly medical
device designed to analyze a person's heart rhythm and deliver an electric shock
(defibrillation) if necessary to restore a normal heart rhythm in cases of sudden

cardiac arrest
